	Conceptual Overview (information for parents)
	During this unit students will… prepare and present information using multimedia.  In their presentations they will communicate their ideas clearly and effectively.  

In addition, students will use information from their classmates’ multimedia presentations as they prepare for a class debate. In this debate students will be expected to analyze and cite textual evidence from a variety of sources to support their argument.

	Summative
	Performance Task-In groups students will read and analyze texts that relate to the theme of value in terms of socioeconomic status, social hierarchy or monetary exchange. Students will complete an interactive reading guide that enable them to cite textual evidence to support their analysis of what the text says as well as draw inferences from the text.  Finally, students will discuss their understandings with their group, comparing and contrasting the three types of value.

Performance Task- Students will read two texts related to the theme of Value in terms of socioeconomic status, social hierarchy or monetary exchange (i.e. the value of an American dollar in Europe, or a Third World Country) one fictional and one nonfictional.  In the fictional text, students will analyze how a particular sentence or stanza contributes to the development of the theme, setting, or plot of the text.  In the nonfictional text, students will analyze how a particular sentence or section fits into the overall structure of the text and contributed to the text’s main ideas. 

Performance Task- Students will trace and evaluate the arguments and claims for and against a job’s monetary value equating to its societal value (for example, is right that The President of the United States makes much less than actors or professional athletes?) They will distinguish claims that are supported by reasons and evidence from claims that are not supported.

	Considerations for the Learning Plan
